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LOCATION

Grand Hotel is located on Michigan's historic Mackinac Island, overlooking the Straits of Mackinac
between Michigan's upper and lower peninsulas. Located high on a bluff, the Hotel's famous 660-foot
porch is visible when approaching the Island by ferry boat.
